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The Pentagon Library has a large collection of defense related U.S. government documents that may be digital documents from online databases such as the subscription LexisNexis Congressional Publications on the library intranet or the free Federal Digital System (FDSsys) at the Government Printing Office, paper copies received through the Federal Depository Library Program and other sources, or microfiche and microfilm.  Some of the titles published by the federal government have call numbers and are shelved in the general collection.  These are usually books and can be found by searching the library catalog.  An example is The War Against Japan published by the U.S. Army Center of Military History, D767 .H85 2006.  This guide is to help you find these other government documents in the Pentagon Library:

Although the government publishes a free version, many prefer the more frequently updated commercial versions from LexisNexis (United States Code Service) and Westlaw (United States Code Annotated).  Authorized users may request these from a librarian or use LexisNexis on a computer in the library. This title is the official publication of presidential statements, messages, remarks, and other materials released by the White House Press Secretary. 
Published by the Office of the Federal Register (OFR), National Archives and Records Administration (NARA), the Weekly Compilation of Presidential Documents first began in 1965 and is available on GPO Access from 1993-Jan. 29, 2009 at http://www.gpoaccess.gov/wcomp/index.html .  Paper volumes of the entire set back to 1965 are shelved in the compact shelving on the lower floor of the library.
The Weekly Compilation was replaced by the Daily Compilation of Presidential Documents and may be accessed at http://www.gpoaccess.gov/presdocs/browse.html .  The first document is the Inaugural Address on Jan. 20, 2009.  
EXECUTIVE ORDERS
There are multiple sources for presidential executive orders.  The most comprehensive database is LexisNexis and can be searched at library computers or requested from a librarian.
Title 3 of the Code of Federal Regulations (The President) includes executive orders.  The online version is on GPO Access at http://www.access.gpo.gov/nara/cfr/cfr-table-search.html  (1997 – Present).  Paper copies of all years of Title 3 are retained at the library although only the current year is kept for all of the other volumes.
The Codification of Presidential Proclamations and Executive Orders is at http://www.archives.gov/federal-register/codification/ and has some orders before 1997.
The oldest executive orders in the library collection are in a multi-volume set in the compact shelving shelved after The Weekly Compilation of Presidential Documents and before the Federal Register.
Executive orders (1941+) are also in the U.S. Code Congressional and Administrative News published by West and located in the compact shelving.

Paper holdings:  The library has a collection of legislative histories for defense laws.  These were compiled by the library staff or by other offices in the Pentagon.  They are shelved by public law number in the compact shelving on the lower floor of the library.
Microfiche holdings:  Congressional Information Service (CIS) began publishing legislative histories for many laws in 1970.  There are CIS index volumes in the compact shelving where you will find legislative histories and CIS microfiche numbers for the text of the various congressional documents.  The microfiche from 1970-1994 is in microfiche cabinets 5, 6, & 7.  The microfiche from 1995-present is in microfiche cabinets 8 & 9.
The LexisNexis U.S. Digital Set Collection database on the library intranet includes the digitized version of the CIS microfiche.
Some legislative history is in the United States Code, Congressional & Administrative News (USCAAN).  The library has paper copies 1941-2006 in the compact shelving or online through the WestLaw.com subscription for librarian use only.
For the legislative history of a section of the United States Code, see the United States Code Annotated by Westlaw (paper copies in the compact shelving or authorized users may request the online version from a librarian) or the United States Code Service online by LexisNexis (library computers or authorized users may request from a librarian).

The LexisNexis Congressional Publications database on the library intranet includes titles beginning with 1824 and is a digitized version of the CIS index and microfiche collection.  Authorized users may access this title online through the library intranet.

These reports often provide excellent overviews of various topics of interest to people who work in the Pentagon.  CRS does not provide a database of these reports to the public, but some titles can be found on nonprofit and university web sites such as http://opencrs.com (opencrs) and  http://www.fas.org/sgp/crs/index.html  (Federation of American Scientists).  If you do an internet search and don’t find a CRS report, there are other options available through the library.  There are companies that obtain and sell the reports and the Pentagon Library subscribes to two of these commercial databases.  Authorized users can access the LexisNexis U.S. Digital Serial Set (1916-present) or Congressional Research Service Reports (via Congressional Quarterly) databases on the library intranet or request a search by a librarian.
