Effective 1 January 1972

The revision of AR 601-140 changes the Procuremeni Program Number for participanits in
the Early Commissioning Program in accordance with AR 601-110. It also brings up-to-date
responsibilities of the Commanding General, Reserve Components Personnel and Adminis-
tration Center and office symbols for HQDA. Local supplementation of this regulation is
permitted but is not required. If supplements are issued, Army staff agencies and major
Army commands will furnish one copy of each to DASG-PTP; other commands will furnish

Section I. GENERAL

1. Purpose. This regnlation prescribes the Depart-
ment of the Army's Medical Department Early
Commissioning Program which provides a pro-
gramed input into the Active Army and an early
association of future members of certain health
professions and insures their delay from active
duty pending receipt of their professional degree.
In the case of medical and osteopathic students,
the delay period includes the completion of intern-
ship or first year graduate medical education.

2. Applicability. This program is applicable to
studéents selected for or enrolled in approved

schools of medicine, osteopathy, dentistry, veteri-
nary medicine, optometry, psychology, sanitary
engineering, and social work, See AR 135-101.

3. Eligibility. In addition to meeting the matricu-
lation requirement (para 2) applicant must meet
the requirements for appointment in the Medical
Service Corps preseribed in AR 1385-101.

a. Students of osteopathy will be considered to
have met the educational requirements if acceptod
for or enrolled in an approved school.

b. Students of optometry will be considered to
have met the educational requirements if they are

enrelled in an approved school and have completed
a minimum of 60 semester hours of preoptometry
studies.

¢. Psychology students must demonstrate po-
tential for admission to a doctoral program ac-
ceptable to The Surgeon General.
4. Responsibilities. a. The Surgeon General is re-
sponsible for the overall supervision of this
program and will—

(1) Furnish annual program quotas to area
commanders, '

(2) Issue assignment instructions for par-
ticipants reported as available for active duty.

(3) Determine in eoordination with the Com-
manding General, Reserve Components Per-
sonnel and Administration Center whether
participants who fail to graduate or accept re-
appointment should be called to active duty or
discharged.

b. Area commanders, including the Command-
ing Generals, USARHAW and USARAL will—

(1) Exert every effort to obtain sufficient
participants to meet their assigned quotas (AR
601-132).

(2) Insure that prospective participants re-
ceive 2 copy of this regulation and are counseled
regarding their service obligation and the alterna-
tives offered by this program,

(3) Tender appointments to qualified appli-
cants.

(4) Reassign appointees immediately upon
acceptance of appointment to the USAR Control
Group (Officer Aotive Duty Obligor (OADO)},
Reserve Components Personnel and Administra-
tion Center, St Louis, MO 63132,

(5} Reassign to the Control Group in (4)
above on the effective date of this regulation, all
Reserve officers under their jurisdiction who are
students of medicine, osteopathy, dentistry,
veterinary medicine, or optometry, including unit
officers who have not completed the active duty
portion of their obligated period of military
service.

{6) Furnish The Surgeon General (HQDA
(DASG-PTP)) one copy of orders for each of-
ficer reassigned pursuant to (4) and (5) above.

¢. The Commanding General, Reserve Compo-
nents Personnel and Administration Center,
will—

(1) Maintain control over officers who are
assigmed to the USAR Control Group (OADO)

at Reserve Components Personnel and Adminis-
tration Center. -

(2) Assure strength accountability, control
of officers, and proper maintenance of personnel
records. _

(b) Process and effect promotions as pre-
seribed in AR 135-155.

{c) LEffect reappointment or transfer of
medical, dental, veterinary students in accordance
with paragraph 12,

(d) Accomplish approved reappointments
and branch transfers.

{e) Nominate officers for active duty in ac-
cordance with paragraph 5 below,

(f) Issue active duty orders in accordance
with paragraph 6 below.

(2) Notify eligible ROTC officers that they

may submit an application for appointment in the
Regular Army under the provisions of AR 601-
124 and paragraph 20 this regulation.
5. Nomination for active duty. a. Except as indi-
cated in & below, student officers will be nomi-
nated for active duty not later than 1 February
of the year of graduation, unless the oflicer has
been selected by The Surgeon General for par-
ticipation in another program.

b. Medical and osteopathic student officers will
be nominated for active duty not later than 17
February of the year of completion of internship,
unless the officer has been selected by The Surgeon
General for participation in another program.

c. Nomination will consist of a consolidated
roster of officers by name, grade, and service num-
ber. Separate rosters will be prepared for each
professional discipline. Two completed copies of
DA Form 2694 (AMEDS Officer Initial Assign-
ment Questionnaire) will be attached to the roster
for each officer nominated. In the case of officers
nominated for active duty with the Medical Serv-
ice Corps, one complete set of transcripts covering
all academic work completed to date will be at-
tached to the questionnaire. Nomination will be
forwarded to DASG-PTP.

6. Active duty orders. a. Active duty orders will
be based on assignment instructions furnished by
The Surgeon General.

b. Officers, including ROTC officers, who enter
on active duty from this program will have PPN~
TH cited in their orders,

7. Delay in reporting for active duty. a. Except
as provided in & below, requests for delay in re-

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porting for active duty subsequent to tender of
appointment in the Medical Corps, Dental Corps,
or Veterinary Corps will be governed by AR 601-
26. ROTC officers who have a Regular Army ob-
ligation may be authorized further delay under
the Armed Forces Physicians’ Appointment and
Residency Consideration Program (Berry Plan),
Armed Forces QOsteopathic Residency Program

(ORD), Armed Forces Reserve Dental Officer
Allocation and Commissioning Program, or the
Armed Forces Veterinary Officer Postgraduate
Training Program,

b. Chapter 3, AR 601-25 governs the delay or
exemption of an individual member or member of
units of the Ready Reserve alerted for, or involun-
tarily ordered to active duty.

Section II. USAR PARTICIPANTS (OTHER THAN ROTC GRADUATES)

8. Application. ¢. Applicants who do not hold a
commission but desire to participate in this pro-
gram will forward to the commander of the area
in which their schools are located, DA Form 3587
(Certificate of Acknowledgment and Understand-
ing of Service Requirements for Individuals Ap-
plying for Appointment in the United States
Army Reserve Under the Provisions of AR 601-
140} in triplicate, elong with other documents
required for appointment by AR 135-101. Ap-
plicants will not be required to appear before an
examining board. Selection of applicants to study
psychology will be made by The Surgeon (General.
b. Applicants who hold a commission as a Re-
serve officer of any of the Armed Forces and desire
to participate in this program will forward to the
commander of the area in which their schools are
located, DA ¥orm 38587, in triplicate, along with
other documents required for transfer to the Med-
ical Service Corps, USAR, by AR 140-10.
9. Appointment-branch transfer. Applicants
who are approved for participation in this pro-
oram will be appointed or branch transferred, as
appropriate, to the Medical Service Corps, USAR.
Appointment letter will cite this regulation as the
authority for appointment. Appointments will be
in the grade of second lieutenant unless the ap-
plicant qualifies for a higher grade in accordance
with AR 135-101. Applicants qualifying for an
entry grade higher than first lieutenant will have
their applications for appointment or branch
transfer referred to The Surgeon General
(HQDA (DASG-PTP)) for approval. Branch
transfer orders will cite this regulation and AR
140-10 as authority for branch transfer.
10. Assignment. Officers who are appointed or
branch transferred to the Medical Service Corps,
TUSAR, for participation in this program will be
assigmed to the USAR Control Group (OADO)

at the Reserve Components Personnel and Admin-
istration Center,

11. Participation requirements. Officers who are
assigned to the USAR Control Group (OADO)
are not required or authorized to participate in
any form of Ready Reserve training, except that
medical and osteopathic student officers may
apply and be selected for participation in the
Chnical Clerkship Training Program (AR 135-
200). Participation in the Early Commissioning
Program will be considered to fulfill the require-
ments for promotion to the next higher grade (AR
135-155).

12, Reappointment-branch transfer, a, Medical
and osteopathic student officers will be re-
appointed or branch transferred, as appropriate,
to the Medical Corps, USAR, upon graduation.

b. Dental student officers will be reappointed or
branch transferred, as appropriate, to the Dental
Corps, USAR, not earlier than 6 months prior to
graduation.

¢. Veterinary student officers will be reap-
pointed or branch transferred, as appropriate, to
the Veterinary Corps, USAR, not earlier than 3
months prior to graduation.

13. Service obligation. Officers who participate in
this program in medicine, osteopathy, dentistry,
veterinary medicine, or optometry are obligated to
serve on active duty for a period of 2 consecutive
vears (not including & military internship or first
year graduate medical education). Other par-
ticipants are obligated for 4 years’ consecutive
active duty, unless a lesser minimum obligation is
in effect for their specialty at the time of entry on
active duty. In no event will this pertod be less
than 2 years. If not ordered to active duty, officers
under age 26 at the time of initis]l appointment
are obligated to serve in the Ready Reserve until
they have completed their statutory 6-year service

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obligation. Officers over 26 yoars of age at the time
of initial sppointment do not incur any obliga-
tion except the sctive duty requirement. Officers
who fail to qualify in their respective professional
speciaity and those who fail to accept reappoint-
ment or brunch transfer (para 12) will be con-
sidered for order to active duty with or without
their consent, or discharged under the provisions
of AR 135-175. If it is determined at HQDA that
the officer can be effectively utilized on active duty,

in any branch of the Army, the officer will be
branch transferred, if applicable, and ordered to
active duty, with or without his consent. If it-is
determined that the officer cannot be effectively
utilized on active duty, in any branch of the Army,
the officer will be processed for discharge from his
USAR commission. Those officers who are dis-
charged and who have not completed their statu-
tory service obligation will be reported to the local
Selective Service Board as available for induction.

Section JII. ROTC GRADUATES

14. Application. ROTC graduates will submit
application for Category A delay in accordance
with AR 601-25. ROTC graduates who are de-
layed from entry on active duty to pursue a course
of study leading to a degree in medicine, osteo-
pathy, dentistry, veterinary medicine, sanitary
engineering, social work, or optometry are auto-

matically considered as participants in the Medi- .

cal Department Early Commissioning Program.
Officers delayed to study psychology must apply
for participation by writing to the Commanding
General, Reserve Components Personne] and Ad-
ministration Center. Selections will be made by
The Surgeon General.

15. Branch detail. ROTC graduates who are ap-
pointed in a branch other than Medical Service
Corps, and who are considered as participants in
the Medical Department Early Commissioning
Program, will be detailed to the Medical Service
Corps in accordance with AR 601-25,

16. Assignmeni. ROTC graduates who are
granted Category A delay in accordance with AR
§01-25 will be assigned to the USAR Control
Group (OADO) at the Reserve Components Per-
sonnel and Administration Center. Subsequent re-
assignment to & troop program unit is not
suthorized.

17. Participation requirements. Sec paragraph
11. '

18. Branch transfer. See paragraph 12.

19. Service obligation. ROTC officers are obh-
eated to serve on active duty for 2, 3, or 4 con-
secutive years following completion of profes-
sional schooling depending upon the obligation
incurred in the ROTC program. This is in addi-
tion to subsequent obligations that may be in-
enrred as a result of participation in other Army
Medical Department programs. Should such an
officer fail to graduate, he will be required to serve
on active duty and in the Ready Reserve in nac-
cordance with the terms of the supplemental
agreement signed under the provisions of AR
601--25.

20. Regular Army appointment. ROTC officers
cligible to accept a Regular Army appointment
upon completion of their professional schooling
(including internship or first year graduate medi-
cal education when applicable) will be informed
by the Commanding General, Reserve Compo-
nents Personnel and Administration Center, that
they may submit an application for appointment
under the provisions of AR 601-124 upon entry
on obligated active duty.
