4. Eligibility. Men between the ages of 21. ’md 35, in any field of endea\ or, are
eligible for consider ation if they do not lmeh age 36 until after 31 December
of the award year and are native born or namrah?ed citizens of the United’
States, or have applied for citizenship Defore 1 J anuary of the award year.

5. Criteria for selection. A nominee is selected bec‘luse Lie has made an excep-
tional contribution or achievement that is of conaldemble importance to his
chosen field or fields, to the State, or Nation. \

6. Nomination procedure. Major Army field comhianders, - u)mnmudm of
CONUS armies, and heads of Department of the Army staff agencies will sub-
mit nominations or negative reports to HQDA (DAAG-PSA-BC), Washing-
ton, DC 20314, by 31 May of the award year. Nominatiorig will be prepared on
speclal blanks which can be obtained from the local Junior Chamber of Com-
merce or from the US Junior Chamber of Commerce, Box 7, Tulsa, OK 74101.
All information on the nomination form is to be cor npleted to mdude the
nominee’s signature on page 4 which attests to the facts shown, gives permis-
sion to publish them, and indicates his willingness to attend the Awards Con-
gress, if selected. The Awards Congress pays all travel and expenses. The
